Dear Parents, 

The first six weeks have gone by quickly and next week we begin Standardized Testing.  Your child’s preparation for the test has taken place over the 
years that he or she has been at Notre Dame, and I am confident that our students will again achieve in the top tiers.   

Last year’s test scores were very encouraging to both current and prospective families.  The composite score for the junior high grades – which is 
essentially an average of all their scores – reveals an important trend.  For sixth grade, the composite score was 6.2, which is very respectable because 
they take the test at the beginning of sixth grade.  The seventh grade composite score was 9.1.! The eight grade composite score was – hold on – 12.0!  
This means that on average, our eighth graders perform at the level of a 12th grader. 

I realize that we cannot really call it a trend because it is only based on one year of students.  But, I can report to you on what I see.  I am frequently in 
the elementary and junior high classrooms, and what I see is great teaching.  I see students engaged in learning, participating in class, and who are 
happy to be here.  So, I will not be surprised when this year’s scores are similar to the scores above.  This reminds me: please make sure your son or 
daughter gets plenty of sleep in preparation for the test.  He or she will do better if well rested.  Thank you for all you already do to prepare your sons 
and daughters for school.  If it were not for what you do as a parent, we would not be able to do what we do as teachers.  May God bless your continued 
efforts at raising fine children. 

On the note of Faith formation, the third grade recently recited the Hail Mary and the sign of the cross for me in French, Spanish and English.  I saw 
great value in this as it is a reminder to all of us that our Catholic Family extends around the world.  I encourage you to attend our school Mass every 
Friday morning.  Attending an extra Mass throughout the week gives us grace to do God’s will much better. 

From almost the beginning of the year, teachers have expressed to me the great utility they receive from their aides.  Early on I made it a goal to restore 
the aides to the hours they had prior to the cuts.  Through the generosity of a few donors who shared that dream we are making this happen.  On 
October 1st, we will be adding time to the aides’ hours.  With the current donations we have received, I project that we can keep this going through 
February.  I am hopeful that we can continue it through the remainder of the year by making good financial decisions.
