Next Wednesday our students will have the opportunity to attend the sacrament of Reconciliation in which we admit our mistakes and come back into 
God’s grace.  It is the story of the Prodigal Son, who squandered his sizeable inheritance and brought shame upon his family.  When the son returned home what 
happened?  His father slammed the door and told him to never come back, right?  Wrong!  The father takes his son back, lets him know that everything is forgiven, 
and restores him to his original place in the family. 

This is what God does for us in this sacrament.  This is what He will do for our students next Wednesday.  But a few things are necessary for this to take 
place: 

 
1. I must find out my sins.  This is called an Examination of Conscience and I found a very good one for children here.  Actually, I found it very

2. I must be sorry for my sins. 
3. I must make up my mind not to sin again. 
4. I must confess my sins to the priest. 
5. I must do the penance the priest gives me. 
 

I would ask you to please look over the Examination of Conscience at the website above. It is very good and your children will benefit much more from the 
sacrament if you spend some time with them on this.  You don’t have to be an expert.  If you look it over and plan a little time to go over one or two parts at a time, 
that would be great.  If you decide you want to go to Confession on Wednesday, I would surely invite you, and I know God would be pleased to welcome you. 

 
Finally, we have a lot of sick Notre Dame children right now.  If you can please remember all of our NDS family in a short daily prayer.  This includes other 

families, our students, our teachers, our aides, our secretaries, our maintenance crew, our Advisory Committee, our Scrip Chicks, our PTO officers, our volunteers, 
and anyone else associated with NDS.
